Trapping Cabins 
Goal 
 
Trapping Economy.  Support the trapping economy and tradition of the region by providing 
opportunities for trapping cabin permits. 
 
 
Management Guidelines 
 
A. Trapping Cabins in Settlement Areas.  New trapping cabin permits may be allowed in 

designated settlement areas before the area is scheduled for sale.  Permits may be issued or 
renewed in designated settlement areas for up to 10 years or until the time the area is offered 
for sale or staking, whichever is shorter. 
 
Existing trapping cabin permits will be renewed in proposed disposal areas.  When an area is 
offered for sale or staking, permittees will be given the opportunity to: 
 
1. relinquish the trapping cabin permit and take a chance on acquiring fee simple title to the 

cabin site through staking, or 
 
2. keep the trapping cabin subject to the Department’s trapping cabin policies (not 

acquiring title).  If the permittee keeps the cabin, the cabin site will be deleted from the 
staking area prior to the offering.
